T here were eleven
couples from here

who met in Farmington
Friday evening. Twelve
counting the Eastmans
who met us at the civic
center. It was really fun
being in a totally different environment than what we nor-
mally see each other. I was amused at several of us who did
not sleep well away from our own beds, but it was still worth
the lack of sleep to be there.

Joe Beam did a great job in presenting material that is
important to marriage. He started off  talking about love, show-
ing a couple of models that help us understand that love has
several different facets. Then he took us through another
model that showing how people are drawn together and how
they grow apart. Three key elements he stressed here were (1)
attraction, (2) acceptance, and (3) fulfillment.

Session two dealt with the sexual aspect of marriage. Not
an easy subject to cover. Through that session he tried to
show what the Bible had to say about God’s design for hus-
bands and wives for fulfilling each other’s needs.

The third session was my favorite. I wish Joe could have
spent more time on it. The focus was on behavior styles. This
is a basic model that has been credited to Hippocrates (300
B.C.) that has been adapted for current settings. Several years
ago I started learning about and growing to appreciate the
uniqueness of each individual through some simple person-
ality profiles. It is not a tool for criticizing others, but rather
for understanding. When used in that fashion, it helps open
doors of understanding and acceptance. Joe showed that when
there is acceptance/respect for how differently people func-
tion then any couple can have a good marriage. He moved
into the family aspect of how differently children can be. This
then can be expanded more broadly into the family of God.

The things taught in the seminar can be summed up with
Romans 15:7, “Accept one another, then, just as Christ ac-
cepted you, in order to bring praise to God.”

What are the requirements for each session?
• ATTEND ANCE once a week for eight weeks for 2 1/2

hours. This time lapse of 8 sessions over 56 days allows time to
replace old habits with godly ones.

• HOMEW ORK consisting of assignments outside of class
each week, which leads you to better understand yourself as
well as your spouse.

• BIBLICAL OPENNESS specifically sharing with others
without fear and with understanding. Husbands and wives
reach a new level of sharing, praying, and understanding each
other.

There is a cost involved with this, $140.00 per couple. This takes
care of all the books and materials used in the course, plus
shipping costs. There is a sign up sheet in the foyer. We only have
room for 12 couples. Hopefully this can be offered again in the
fall.
